




6. Accidental release measures
In the event of a leak evacuate all personnel until ventilation can restore oxygen concentrations to
safe levels. Keep unnecessary personnel away. Keep people away from and upwind of spill/leak.
Eliminate all ignition sources (no smoking, flares, sparks, or flames in immediate area). Keep out
